The responses to the RID are based on work on the actual hazard reports and not on the presentation that was reviewed.  Four points have been made in this RID, each are addressed in turn:
Point 1 –

Comments: 1) Add Control 1.6 to the list of causes addressing charging/discharging controls to be removed.
HR Control 1.6 has not been deleted, instead it has been rewritten to address compatibility of PM magnetic with EVA equipment and personnel.
Presentation page 12, fifth bullet down is a typo referring to Control 1.4 (a second time) which should have been 1.6

AMS-02-08 –Electric Shock/Discharge 
Comments: 1) Modify Control 3.1 to remove the Baroswitch/SFHe Vent Valve; 2) Remove “will be venting
