Team Member’s Proposed Resolution:


The software ICD will not be modified to remove the DOL command.  All documentation will be modified to reflect the DOL wiring as SPARES.  The MOD/INCO procedures will be modified so that the command is not issued.  There is no wire connectivity at the payload.





Description of Problem:  This AMS payload is deleting the requirement for the DOL command to open the vent valve on ascent.  The Flight Software, however; is beyond the point where it can be updated to remove this command parameter.
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Disposition: Accepted & Closed





Recommendation: The purpose of this RID is to document the general plan for dealing with this signal.  


The MIP, ICD, VS schematic and Annex 4 will be updated to document that this signal is now “Spare”.  Additionally; procedures will be put in place, so that the command can’t be sent to the vehicle and payload.
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
