Export Compliance for STS Integration Activities
At a meeting on October 10, 2008 with the team members from the Space Shuttle Program Office and their contractors, the following guidelines were established to ensure compliance to United States export control laws.  Please inform your team that I expect them to abide by these guidelines at all times.

Guidelines:

1) Whenever the AMS Project Office (APO) team members are meeting with Shuttle team members, whether civil servant or contractor, the APO must identify any foreign persons who are present, in person or by telephone, and representing the AMS Collaboration.

2) It is acceptable to provide any and all interface data as described in NSTS 07700, Volume V, Section 5.0 and Appendix F.  After reviewing this document, I am confident that these are the only types of data that should ever be discussed.

3) During any discussion that includes foreign persons, if any of the Shuttle or APO civil servants or contractors feel that the discussions stray from those items specifically addressed in NSTS 07700, the meeting host can and should ask the foreign persons to leave the room.

4) All data that must be exported, even if it is one of the items listed in NSTS 07700, should be routed through me.  I will make a determination if it is appropriate to export.  When in doubt, I will coordinate with the proper export control authorities.

5) If any Shuttle hardware must be exported, even if it is controlled by APO, the NASA Shuttle export office must be notified.  All hardware, if exported, will be exported by NASA and not contractors.

AMS Export Classification

As documented and approved in SSP 57113, the AMS to ISS Payload Integration Agreement, the U.S. Department of Energy is responsible for the overall export control of the AMS payload, while NASA is responsible for the export control of the payload integration hardware and software. NASA Export Control has classified the NASA AMS data as EAR-99-NLR under the United States Department of Commerce (DOC) Export Administration Regulations (EAR). At the request of the DOE, the United States Department of State (DOS) reviewed the export status of the AMS-02 payload on May 18, 2001 and has determined that the AMS-02 payload is not subject to the export-licensing jurisdiction of the DOS, and referred AMS-02 export concerns to the DOC. The DOC subsequently ruled on October 10, 2002 that the AMS-02 and parts/systems specifically designed for use in the final assembly of AMS-02 are classified as 1A999 under the DOC EAR (i.e., no export license required except to proscribed countries, none of which are AMS International Collaboration members).
